So that guests may be grouped together where possible, 
Horseshoe Bay Resort Transportation requires that the individual ground transfer reservations, including flight information, be submitted by a manifest list a 
minimum of 5 working days in advance of the scheduled arrival, with the final manifest submitted 72 hours prior to the scheduled arrival.
